i This 28 incher is one of the new
breed of 4K displays to hit the market.
You'll need a DisplayPort output to make
the most of it; using HDMI will limit you
to 30fps. You're also going to need some
seriously fat GPU hardware to power it,
as we've seen triple 780 Tis struggle to
deliver playable 4K frame rates.

Now that we've got the negatives out of
the way, we can talk about how amazingly
crisp and clear this display is. 3840 x
2160 pixels across such a relatively
small screen results in an insanely high

pixel count, making it impossible to spot
individual pixels even with your nose
pressed against the screen.

The OSD controls are some of the
most horrible we've seen, with the
buttons mounted on the rear of the
screen. ASUS undoubtedly cut corners
in the physical construction to deliver 4K
at this price point, so we can forgive this
issue. They haven't cut corners on the
quality of the panel though, as our image
quality test turned in brilliant results.
From colour accuracy to contrast, this

B There's something extremely familiar
about this display; we've got a very
strong hunch that it's using an identical
panel to the ASUS display. Like the
ASUS, it delivers an eye-popping 4K
resolution of 3840 x 2160, spread 28
inches across the diagonal. It's also
very affordable for this many pixels,
even cheaper than the ASUS in fact.

If our assumptions about the panel
being the same as ASUS's are correct,
then the quality test results are no
surprise. The average colour accuracy

was a tiny bit better than the ASUS —in
other words, excellent. However, the
display uniformity wasn't quite as good,
with higher levels of variance across
the left and bottom of the screen. The
contrast ratio was almost identical,
clocking in with & native contrast ratio of
799:1. That might not sound like much
compared to the huge numbers claimed
on the box, but we should point out that
there's a massive difference between
native panel contrast and dynamic
contrast — our test only measures

Measuring 24 inches across the
diagonal, it sticks with the good
old 1920 x 1080 HD resolution we
know and love. You won't need a
supercomputer to drive this many
pixels. The stand is rudimentary at
best, with no ability to change the
height or viewing angle. It's also stuck
with old fashioned tactile buttons for
accessing the OSD, but at least the

menu system is easy enough to use.

To our surprise, this screen scored
the best overall colour accuracy result.
However, it also scored the worst outlier
result, meaning that it fails hard at
certain colours, but overall is excellent.
The contrast ratio was right in line with
the other displays, at 799:1.

Where it impressed most was gaming.
We noticed absolutely zero motion
blur with this display, which speaks to
the maturity of the 24 inch TFT panel
technology used within. It's not going
